Reflections for Easter

As the Easter season approaches, we are invited once again to pause and reflect on
the story at the heart of our faith.

Good Friday (April 3rd) invites us to tell the truth about the world and about
ourselves. It invites us not to rush past suffering or explain it away too quickly, but
to face it honestly.

At the cross we glimpse something of the heart of God.

In the cross we see a 6od who stands in solidarity with human pain — with those
who are wounded by injustice, loss, loneliness, or grief. This is not a distant or

demanding God, but one who enters fully into the broken places of life and meets us
there with compassion.

Easter Sunday does not undo Good Friday but grows out of it. We can think about
resurrection less as an escape from the world, and more as God's ongoing work of
renewal within it. It speaks of hope that is grounded, not naive — hope that shows
up in acts of love, courage, service, forgiveness, and resilience.

Easter reminds us that even when systems fail, bodies ache, or dreams feel worn
thin, new life can still take root. Often it appears in surprising and quiet ways.

Held together, Good Friday and Easter tell a story of faith that is spacious enough
for doubt, deep enough for suffering, and strong enough for hope. As a faith
community made up of different generations and life experiences, we are invited to
walk this path together — trusting that love, justice, and grace are still at work
among us, shaping what comes next.

Remember, we do not rush past the cross to reach hope. We discover hope by
staying present to love — even in the hardest places — trusting that, in ways both
quiet and surprising, God is always bringing new life fo birth.

As we reflect on this story of love and renewal, you are warmly invited to join us
this Easter as we remember the cross and celebrate the hope of new life together.
Whether you come often or only from time to time, there is always a place for
you here.
